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World Archaeology (Egyptology)

The study of the ancient Egyptian language, philosophy and material culture is generally the
task of Egyptology and Egyptian archaeology: two disciplines that sprang from European
research culture that gained traction in the early 19th century. This lecture will briefly
introduce that how Egyptology is looks like and the basic chronology of the ancient Egypt.

Silk Roads

The Silk Roads is an interconnected web of routes, linking the ancient societies of Asia, the
Subcontinent, Central Asia, Western Asia and the Near East. The most archaeological sites
along the Silk Roads are underestimated and located in the unrepresented regions. One
approach to addressing unrepresented regions was to develop large-scale serial nomination
projects, the largest of which is the Silk Roads project across Asia to the Mediterranean. This
lecture will explore the role of the ICOMOS thematic study, the development of a
nomination strategy and approaches to working on trans-boundary and serial nominations
(which require very different strategies to sites within a single State Party boundary). The
project also raises issues with the concepts of cultural routes and cultural landscapes.

How Climate Change Influences on Cultural Heritage

With an increasing awareness and sense of urgency, the concept of climate change and the
resulting climate crisis has rightly come to dominate discourse from the academic sphere to
the public, with more active demonstrations calling for more immediate actions. This lecture
will use the case studies (either Central Asia or New Zealand) to explore how the climate
change can influence on our heritage.

The Interpretations of Museums

How to interpret archaeological objects in the museums has always been a hot topic
for cultural heritage discipline, especially for recent exhibitions. There are too many
approaches to describe an object, such as digitalisation, originally listed in the
cabinet and passed the objects by hands, etc. This lecture will use different case
studies and approaches to examine what is a good story line for exhibitions and how
to attract the publics and even how to let the public to learn in the museum.
